
Louisiana Right to Review Fingerprint Appointment Scheduling 

1. Visit https://uenroll.identogo.com/ to begin the scheduling process.

2. Enter one of the six digit service codes below:
a. 27N3ZZ (Temporarily Disabled)- Emailed Right to Review - This option will deliver a secure link to an 

email that will provide a one-time access to the criminal history which can be printed only from a 
computer. This cannot be downloaded on a mobile device. The download link is available for 30 days 
only and requires a password phrase to access it. It will be marked "True Copy" at the top of the first 

page and the bottom of the last page and will have one of our employee's digital signature. This option is 
for personal inquiries only and may or may not be accepted by businesses and other agencies. 

b. 27N4RK - Printed copy of Right to Review - Our staff will print a stamped and certified copy of your 
criminal history and mail it to the requestor's address. There are certain instances where agencies 

like the Secretary of State require printed copies with raised seals and this option will satisfy that 

requirement. This option is the preferred method for all personal and business purposes. 

3. Select, “Schedule or manage appointment”:

4. On the next page, enter the requested information. It is important that the information entered matches the

form of ID that will be presented at the time of the fingerprint appointment.

5. If the applicant selected the emailed version, create a security question and answer. This will be used to access

your criminal history when you receive the emailed link.

6. Continue through five more screens and enter the requested information.



7. Enter zip code (or the zip code of the location of where you would like to be printed) to show the five closest

print sites. The “Use My Location” option is also available.

8. Select a location and hit next. On the next page select the date and time to schedule your appointment.



9. The confirmation page will summarize the details and provide the estimated payment amount. (Payment is due

at the time of service and cannot be paid online).

10. The applicant will receive an email with the confirmation page.



11. The enrollment is completed and the applicant needs to bring the form of ID indicated during the enrollment 
and a form of payment to the appointment.

12. Once the emailed version of the Right to Review is processed, the applicant will receive an email allowing them 
to access their Louisiana criminal history report. The report is only accessible once via this link, so the 

applicant should print the return if they need it for future use. The link is only available for 30 days. Once the 

report is accessed the link will no longer work.
